This year’s 24-member graduating class has been accepted to leading universities at home and overseas, including MIT, Princeton University, Edinburgh University (UK), Columbia University and Cornell University as well as great local schools. The class of 2009 was awarded more than 2.4 million dollars in merit scholarships.
The International Baccalaureate aims to develop inquiring, knowledgeable and caring young people who help to create a better and more peaceful world through intercultural understanding and respect.  The Diploma is recognized internationally as a challenging college preparatory program. 

“When delivered by a school dedicated to the IB philosophy, it’s transformational, inspiring all students to strive for personal excellence,” said Garner. “ISI students are also busy with extracurricular commitments.  They are well-rounded young people.”

ISI is unique in the Midwest. Now entering its 16th year, ISI educates students age 3 through grade 12 in a multicultural environment through internationally recognized programs. The school welcomes students at all grade levels throughout the year, and no previous knowledge of foreign languages is required. New in 2009, ISI will offer an English/Chinese immersion kindergarten class.
